The Padyatra theme should reflect the essence of the day being
celebrated, focusing on youth empowerment, awareness, and unity.

It should emphasize the role of MY Bharat volunteers as the backbone of
the event, showcasing their leadership, organizational skills, and dedication.
The entire event will be volunteer-driven: led, organized, and executed by
MY Bharat volunteers, from planning activities to setting up refreshment stalls
and ensuring cleanliness post the event.

. The primary goal of the Padyatra is to inspire young participants to

recognize the significance of the day and understand how the MY Bharat
ppﬁa’i serves as a one-stop solution for exploring opportunities to

~_contribute to society while developing essential skills.

The event name can be “MY Bharat Vijay Diwas padyatra”

. The total route length should be between 6 and 8 kilometers.
. Route should be selected in such a way that it connects rural areas to urban

areas.
Residents along the route should feel a strong connection to the significance
of the day we are celebrating. : ;

The route should include cultural landmarks, monuments, rivers, temples,
memorials, gram devta and sites associated with notable local personalities.

Invite Padma Shri awardees from various towns so that youths can
be inspired by seeing them and hearing their stories.

Theme-based exhibitions should be organized along the route.

All padyatris should be dressed in MY Bharat T-shirts and caps.

LED screens can be installed at select locations along the route to
display videos related to the themes.

Selfie booths should be set up at halt points to allow people to capture
selfies.

Traditional folk songs can be performed by women at the halt points.

A DJ should be set up at both the beginning and the midpoint of the
rally. The song selection should align with the theme and include
patriotic songs.

If there are any statues along the route, arrangements for garlanding
and honoring them should be made.

Varun Tukdi: This group should include MY Bharat volunteers and
senior personnel from the administrative team, who will ensure that
everything is prepared along the route before the padyatris arrive.
Swachhata Tukdi: This group will consist of approximately 20-30 MY
Bharat volunteers, focusing on cleaning the route as the padyatris
move forward, ensuring that cleaning is happening in the background
while the yatra progresses. It should have both boys and girls.

The padyatra will not have ahy stops; it will move continuously.

The cleanliness of the temples along the route can be managed by
the MY Bharat volunteers.

Refreshments should be Chana, Murmura, Fruits, Buttermilk,
Nimbupani, Sev, Traditional items if any. ONLY. Institutions and other
community groups should be encouraged to sponsor such small stalls
of refreshment.

The MY Bharat initiative was launched by Hon. Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi. An infographic titled "Pradhanmantri ke MY Bharat
se Judiye" can be created.

The felicitation of various communities in the villages or the oldest
person in the village can be organized.

MY Bharat team can facilitate the various artisans from each village.
Retired army officers or veterans in the district should be invited,
and the families of martyred personnel should be honored.
